A completed “court trial”: defined as a contested civil proceeding in state or federal court for 1

which you had primary responsibility, tried to a judge from opening statement through closing
argument, lasting in total three (3) full days or more.

Any other court trial lasting at least three (3) days, whether or not tried to a verdict, where you 1
conducted one or more of the following: presentation of evidence; arguments to the court,
opening statement; and/or, closing argument.

Each three (3) days of a court trial in excess of the initial three (3) days of trial, whether or not 1
tried ultimately to a verdict.

Handling a court trial lasting at least one (1) day but less than three (3) days, whether or not 3/4
tried to a verdict.
Handling a court trial lasting less than one (1) day. 1/2
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Advanced Education: Experience
